Semester Structure

» Course Credits are based on the amount of teaching
hours. One course is normally 3 credits, equivalent to
40 hours of lecture per semester.

* Most courses are 3 credits per a course (lectures,
quizzes, midterm and final).

* Normally, 3 credits in HGU corresponds to 5~6 credits
in European Credits Transfer System (ECTS)

Health Insurance

way of reimbursement, but a way of reduction of the
medical fee, just like Korean citizens.)

« A visa packet and information from HGU will be sent
to the student’s home institution after the student is
accepted.
